It isthe taskof the classroonteacherto work closelywith the parents,principalandchildto developan
academigorogramthat will satisfactorilychallengethe child within their classroom.Grouping tutoring,
andspecialprogramsfor individualstudents are three of the meansusedto meetindividualneeds.

Cutoff datesfor enrolimentare prescribedby the Stateof Oregonandare followed closely. Transfer
studentsusuallyremainin the samegradeunlessit is determinedthat studentneedsmight be better
met at adifferent gradelevel.

Admissiorto kindergartenandfirst graderequiresa birth certificateor other proof of properadmission
age.

2. AcademiandBehavioral:

Becausd-orestHillsis concernedthat everychild experiencesuccess$n its program,somestudentswith
specialneedsmaybe acceptedon atrial basis. Finalacceptancewill be determinedon the basisof
parentteacherconferencesglassroonobservation testingandanalysisof recordsfrom a previous
school. ForestHillsmay not be ableto meetthe needsof everystudentTheschoolreserveghe right to
denyenrollmentto studentswho requirea specialprogrambeyondthe capacityof the school to
studentswith disciplineproblemsor to parentswho owe moneyfrom a previousyear. Studentsmaybe
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droppedfrom the enrolimentif they disruptthe educationof other studentsor showcontinual
detrimental behavior.

3. Health:

TheStateof Oregonrequiresthe submissiorof a signedstate medicalform from studentsentering
Oregonschoolsfor the first time. Properimmunizationanustbe completedin order for studentsto be
enrolled.

Studentsare acceptedfor enrollmentfor one schoolyear. Reenrolimentproceduresmustbe
completedeachyearfor placementto be maintainedfor the followingyear.Reenrollmentinformation
isannouncedn Januaryfor the nextschoolyear. Acompletedre-enrolimentapplicationandpaidfee,
reservesaplacein the enrolimentfor the following schoolyear.

ChildAbuse/Neglect ReportingOblgations

In accordwith policyand OregonStatute(ORS119B.010or other currentlegislation) schoolstaffis
obligatedunder penaltyof fine andjail term to report the reasonablesuspiciorof physicalabuse,
emotionalabuse emotionaldeprivation,phydcal neglect,inadequatesupervisionpr sexualabuseand
exploitation.In this very seriousandlegallynarrow area,the schoolwill not contactparentsin advance
of makinga report to legalauthoritieswhichwould be the procedurefollowed in mostother legal

that areport of reasonablesuspiciorof abusebe made.Schooktaff will makesuchreportsin the best
interestsof the affectedchild anddo not, oncereasonablesuspicioris establishedhaveanylegal
alternativeexceptto makethe report to the properauthoritiesfor their investigationandreview.

Outline of Our Curriculum

ChristianStudiesncludesthe areasof instructionin Biblehistory and Biblethemes,Christian
doctrineasunderstoodfrom the Lutheranpoint of view, singing prayerandthe practiceof
Christianityin dailyliving. We usematerialsproducedspecificallyfor usein Lutheran
elementaryschools.

Written and spokenlanguageare God-givengifts whichenablepeopleto communicatewith
Godandwith eachother. TheForestHillsLiteracyprogramincludesmanymaterialsand
activitieswhich promote reading,writing and spokencommunication. Theschoollibrary and
classroomwork are connectedto this program.

Godhascreatedan orderly, intricate, beautifulworld. Thestudyof Scienceand Mathematics
equippeoplewith tools whichhelp them understandthis creationbetter. The scienceprogram
placesan emphasison doingsciencerather than merelyreadingaboutwhat othersdo. Health
andtechnologyare integratedinto this areaof the curriculumalso.
